General Use: Can | manage MySQL databases with SQLyog
if database or column names are in a different language
than my own?

Also if the names of database objects use characters that are not available on your keyboard
(example: object names are using French and Spanish characters that are not available on an
English keyboard) you can double-click on the object in the Object Browser and the name - no
matter what language it is - is pasted into the SQL-pane. Thus you will be able to write SQL
making use of those object names.
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
